Introduction

The Custom Series Temperature Recorder is an instrument that monitors and records temperature on a 6" circular paper chart. The Custom Series Temperature Recorder may be carried as a portable instrument or wall-mounted to serve in an industrial control environment.

Features and Controls

1.  The 3 DIGIT TEMPERATURE DISPLAY provides precision temperature reading of the environment being monitored.

2.  The PEN POSITION ADJUSTMENT KNOB allows the user to adjust the position of the chart pen to match that of the digital display. Usually this adjustment will be required after replacing the chart pen. (Loosen knob to move left or right, then re-tighten knob.)

3.  The RECORDING PEN contains special ink. The pen has a wrap-around-arm latch which makes pen replacement easy. To replace the pen*, lift up the pen arm using the pen lifter (No. 11), release the pen latch by pushing it down, and remove the pen. Place a new pen on top of the pen arm, align the notches on the pen arm with the notches on the pen latch and close the latch by wrapping it around the pen folds until it is secure. REPLACE CAP ON THE PEN TIP WHEN THE RECORDER IS NOT IN USE to insure longer pen life. *For pen installation see Figure 1.
4.  The BLINKING LIGHT signals that the unit is turned on and battery or adapter is properly in place. Light blinking slowly or not at all, means that the battery is weak. (Normal is approximately 9 blinks/15 seconds.)
5.  The PEN ARM serves a double role. First, it serves as a pen holder and second, it prevents the paper chart from falling off the chart spindle. The pen arm is made out of a special alloy which acts like a flat spring in order to ensure the proper pen-to-chart pressure. The pen arm is fastened to the shaft with a set screw. It does not normally require removal. If removal becomes necessary, use an Allen .035 Hex Wrench (Supco part no. HK7).
6.  The CHART SPINDLE holds and rotates the chart during the recording operation.
7.  The PAPER CHART is 6" in diameter. Replacement charts are available from any of the Sealed Unit Parts Co., Inc. authorized distributors in a box of 60 charts each. The chart part numbers are listed on page 4. To install a new chart, gently lift the pen arm using pen lifter (No. 11). Remove the old chart. pen does not touch the paper), and align the chart with the chart spindle. Rotate the chart until the point of the pen aligns with the line on the chart which represents the correct time of day. Lower the pen lifter. Adjust the pen lifter so that it does not touch the paper chart. If necessary, adjust the pen position according to the front panel reading using the pen adjustment knob (No. 2).
8. The HANDLE for carrying, folds toward the back of the case to be out of the way when the Custom Series is wall mounted. 

9.   The POWER SWITCH will turn the unit on and off. 

10. The special “SNAP-ON-LEGS” provides added stability for bench-top use.
11. The PEN LIFTER allows you to lift the pen arm for easier access to the chart.
12. The REAR COMPARTMENT allows access to power connections. 

13. POWER CONNECTION OPTIONS 

1. One or two 9-Volt batteries allow operation for the working life of the
 battery(ies).

2. Power adapter and 9-Volt battery allow for continuous run with battery 
               back-up in the event of a power failure.
